To return the record-id details from a pre-DBX Data Dictionary code:

CALL B$DICT USING dict unit di
where dict is the PIC X(5) dictionary name (without the “DI” prefix), unit is the PIC X(3) unit-id. The record-id details are returned in the di control block of the following format:

Programming Notes

The B$DICT routine is only available in GSM SP-39, or later.

The name of the Data Dictionary file is formed by appending “DI” to the start of the dict dictionary name; and a trailing SPACE at the end.

B$DICT only functions correctly on non-DBX Speedbase Data Dictionary files.
