The B$GV2 routine returns the version of the Speedbase Gateway and the version of the Pervasive SQL or Microsoft SQL server.

If B$GV2 is called with 2 parameters the 2nd parameter, server_name, must be a  zero-terminated text-string containing the name of the server hosting the Gateway.

If B$GV2 is called with 3 parameters the 2nd parameter, schema_file, must be a  PIC X(5) variable, or literal, containing the Schema File name; and schema_unit  the unit number of Schema File.
