B$RBG - Database Rebuild Routine

The B$RBG routine is used to rebuild a Global format Speedbase database.

This routine is required in conjunction with other routines that provide the same functionality as the Create New Database and Convert Database functionality of $BADGN.

Invocation

To rebuild a Global format Speedbase database code:

CALL B$RBG USING dbid dbun
where dbid is the PIC X(5) database-id; and dbun is the PIC X(3) unit-id.
