B$TYP – Return Speedbase Database Type
The B$TYP routine returns the Speedbase Database type.

Invocation

To obtain the Speedbase Database type code:

CALL B$TYP USING $rt type
where $rt identifies a record within the database for which status information is required. $rt is an internal name for the I/O channel, where rt is the name of the record-type as specified in the ACCESS statement. It is essential that the record ID is prefixed by the “$” symbol. The second parameter, type, is a PIC 9(4) COMP file into which the Speedbase Database type is returned:
