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DTSY$ – Amend System Date Synchronisation Flag

The DTSY$ routine is used to amend the $CUS ‘synchronise date/time with server flag’ which synchronises the Global System Manager date and time with that of the host operating system.

1.
Invocation

To amend the synchronise date/time with server flag:

CALL DTSY$ USING flag
where flag is a PIC 9(4) COMP field or literal set to 0 if no synchronisation is to take place and 1 if synchronisation is to take place.
