GXPCE$ - Apply Percent Encoding to a String
The GXPCE$ routine is available to apply a percent encoding interface to a text string. The algorithm converts non-alphanumeric characters into “%nn” where nn is the character code in hexadecimal and passes alphanumeric characters unaltered.  An optional exception list string can be supplied which overrides conversion on the specified characters.

Invocation

The GXPCE$ routine is called as follows:

CALL GXPCE$ USING string1 string2 [exlist]
where string1 is the zero-terminated string to be encoded, string2 is a buffer which will contain the encoded string, also zero-terminated. The optional third parameter, exlist, is available to provide a zero-terminated string of characters that will not be percent encoded.

Programming Notes

GXPCE$ is only available when running on GX. Any attempt to use GXPCE$ on a non-GX terminal will result in a STOP code. GXPCE$ is only available with GX V4.7r, or later. Any attempt to use GXPCE$ on an earlier version of GX will result in an exception. Furthermore, GXPCE$ is only available with GSM SP-36, or later.
