GXSWS$ - Save GX Window Settings

The GXSWS$ routine can be used to enable or disable the saving of the GX window settings after they have been modified by the user.

1.
Invocation

To enable or disable the GX saving of the window settings code:

CALL GXSWS$ USING flag

where flag is a  PIC 9(4) COMP variable or literal which can have one of the following values:

0 enable save GX window settings

1 disable save GX window settings

STOP Codes and Exception Conditions

The following STOP codes may be generated by GXSWS$:

	STOP code
	Description



	23985
	GXSWS$ has been called on an application which is not running GX.




No exceptions are returned by GXSWS$.

Programming Notes

GXSWS$ is only available when running on GX. Any attempt to use GXSWS$ on a non-GX terminal will result in a STOP code.

Disabling the save GX window settings will stop the saving of any further modifications to a window by a user.  When the window is displayed again the settings will be those last saved or the original settings if none have been saved.
