GXTRN$ - Translate Text String


GXTRN$ - Translate Text String using GX Translation

The GXTRN$ routine can be used to translate a text string using the GX Translation mechanism. See Technical Note IN345 for full details of the GX Translation mechanism. Usually text strings are translated automatically by GX and the Printer sub-system and there is normally no need for the application to attempt any translation of its own. However, this sub-routine is available for application use.

1.
Invocation

To translate a string to the current GX Translation language code:

CALL GXTRN$ USING string length
Where string is the text string in the "natural" language and length is a PIC 9(4) COMP field, or literal, that specifies the length of string.

STOP Codes and Exception Conditions

The following STOP codes may be generated by GXTRN$:

Programming Notes

GXTRN$ is only available when running on GX. Any attempt to use GXTRN$ on a non-GX terminal will result in a STOP code. GXTRN$ is only available with GSM SP-19, or later.

The translated string is returned in the string parameter.

If GX Translation is disabled, no action is taken.

If the translated text-string is smaller than the "natural" text-string trailing spaces will be inserted.

If the translated text-string is longer than the "natural" text-string character truncation will occur.
