The GXWFM$ routine can be used to mask out any of the Speedbase functions in the current window.

Invocation

To mask out function code:

CALL GXWFM$ USING tb
where tb is a control block of the following format:

GXWFM$ is only available when running on GX. Any attempt to use GXWFM$ on a non-GX terminal will result in a STOP code.

GXWFM$ only applies to the current window and can only be called after the window has been displayed.
