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GXXLT$ - Disable/Enable GX Translation

The GXXLT$ routine is used to temporarily disable, and subsequent re-enable, the GX Translation Language option. See Technical Note IN345 for full details of the GX Translation mechanism. This sub-routine is typically used by the System Utilities that are used to configure and implement the GX Translation feature. 

1.
Invocation

To temporarily disable, or re-enable, the GX Translation option code

CALL GXXLT$ USING flag
where flag is a PIC 9(4) COMP field, or literal, containing either 0 (disable GX Translation) or 1 (re-enable GX Translation).

STOP Codes and Exception Conditions

The following STOP codes may be generated by GXXLT$:

	GXXLT$ has been called by an application that is not running on GX.


No exception conditions are returned by GXXLT$.

Programming Notes

GXXLT$ is only available when running on GX. Any attempt to use GXXLT$ on a non-GX terminal will result in a STOP code.

GXXLT$ can only be used to re-enable GX Translation after it has been temporarily disabled by a previous call of GXXLT$. GXXLT$ cannot be used to enable GX Translation if it has not been enabled by the "UseTranslations" setting in the GX.INI file.
