INACT$ - Get Inactive Time

The INACT$ routine is used to return the number of minutes that a user on the current Global execution has been inactive.

1.
Invocation

To return the inactive time in minutes using INACT$ code:

CALL INACT$ USING user time 
where user is a PIC 9(4) COMP field or literal containing the user number and time is a PIC (9) COMP field in which the time in minutes will be returned.

STOP Codes and Exception Conditions
No STOP codes are returned by INACT$.

Programming Notes

An inactive time of 0 will be returned for a user who is currently active or whose inactivity time is less than 1 minute.  An inactive time of –1 will be returned for a user who has been inactive for a large number of days.  

Information can only be obtained for users running on the current Global execution.  No information can be obtained from users running on other node-ids.
