RADIO$ - Replace Radio Button Set on GX

The RADIO$ routine can be used to replace an entire set of Radio Buttons within a Speedbase window. Note that only a complete set of radio buttons can be updated – it is not possible to update a single element in a Radio Button set.

Programming Notes

RADIO$ is only available with GSM SP-33, and later; and GX V4.6e+, or later.

RADIO$ can only be used to replace an entire set of radio buttons. It is not possible to update an single element. A button-text string consisting of just a binary-zero can be used to clear an entry in a set of Radio Buttons.
