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RES$ - Restart User

The RES$ routine can be used to restart, disconnect or cancel a user. The routine must be used with great care as restarting a user may cause data corruption if the user is active.

1.
Invocation

To restart, disconnect or cancel a user code:

CALL RES$ USING opcode userno

where opcode is a PIC 9(4) comp field or literal with the following values:

1 Disconnect

2 Cancel

3 Restart
userno is a PIC 9(4) COMP field containing the User Number of the user to be disconnected, cancelled or restarted.

STOP Codes and Exception Conditions

No STOP codes are generated by RES$.

The following exception conditions may be returned by RES$:

Programming Notes

RES$ must be used with great care as restarting an active user may cause database or file corruption.

Not that restarting a user running the OneOffice 3000 WorkSpace client will cause the user to be restarted and the OneOffice 3000 Workspace client to stop. It will not close the OneOffice 3000 menu.
