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TRACE$ - Application Trace Logging

The TRACE$ routine writes application trace information to a specified trace log file.

Invocation

To write application trace information:

CALL TRACE$ USING filename text
where filename is the LOW-VALUES terminated log file name and text is the LOW-VALUES terminated text string to be written.

No STOP codes are returned by TRACE$:

No EXIT codes are returned by TRACE$

Programming Notes

No trace information will be written if trace is not enabled.  To enable trace for the entire system you must set the following registry setting.

Customisations\EnableTraceForAllPartitions=On

The $TRACE utility can be used to enable on a single partition.  The indicated trace file will be created in the log folder in the Global System Manager directory.
